DIVISIONS:

There are no age divisions in N.D.A. Skiing. The individual’s birth certificate must indicate that he/she
has not reached his/her 19" birthday by January 1% prior to the start of the school year in which the
competition is held.

ELIGIBILITY:

1. To participate in the N.D.A. Championship meet, a skier must:

@) Participate in the race training program, as offered including Pre NDA Races.

(b) All competitors must qualify for N.O.S.S.A. by competing in the district championship
meet.

Exemptions - some students for reasons of sickness, etc., may not be able to attend the
N.D.A. Meet. However, these students may still be admitted to attend the N.O.S.S.A.

DATE:

The N.D.A. Ski Meet shall be held at least one (1) week prior to N.O.S.S.A.

ENTRIES:

1. Entries and race order must be received by the NBSRC Chief of Timing (by email) no later than
48 hours prior to the meet. NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED. This is necessary due
to the computer set-up time prior to the meet. Entry fees are to be paid by cheque only - payable

to the NBSRC.

2. Any change to the entry dates shall be at the convenor's discretion with prior notice to the
participating schools.

3. Any skier who changes levels after the seeding order has been finalized will be removed from
his/her race starting position and will race last in the event for the first run.

EVENTS:

1. The events to be conducted are: Girls' Slalom, Boys' Slalom, Girls' Giant Slalom, and Boys' Giant
Slalom.

2. All events are open events (i.e. no age classifications).

MEET STRUCTURE:

1. The competition shall be a one (1) day event.

2. Two (2) runs shall be held in each event when possible. The decision as to the starting time of the
final race shall be left to the discretion of the convenor using 2:15 P.M. as a guideline.

3. The order of events (e.g. Giant Slalom or Slalom) which is to be run first, and the start time, is at

the discretion of the NBSRC.
SCORING:
1. The competitor with the fastest total time in each event shall receive 1 point; the 2nd fastest time,

@) If the competitor's time is 2x or more of the winner's time, they are DQ, at the N.D.A.

(c) DQ's as in #2 (a) shall receive a score which is twice the number of DQ's or 50% of the
total field, whichever is greater, added to the last proper score in that event. DQ's do not
include DNS (Did Not Start), unsportsmanlike conduct, other infractions, changed
numbers, etc. Such competitors will not be assigned a score.

3. @) Boys' team scores will be calculated by adding the best three individual scores for that team
in Slalom plus the best three individual scores in Giant Slalom. In the case of a tie for first
place, the lowest total of individual times of the three low timed skiers will be used.

(b) Girls' team scores will be calculated by adding the best three individual scores for that team
in Slalom plus the best three individual scores in Giant Slalom. In the case of a tie for first
place, the lowest total of individual times of the three low timed skiers will be used.

4, The combined team score will be the total of boys' and girls' Slalom and Giant Slalom team scores.

Ties will be broken as in #3.

EXPENSES:

1. An entry fee shall be charged which shall be sufficient to cover all costs of the Championship and

the operation of the Alpine program.

2. Each school shall be assessed a school season race fee of $10.00 per racer, per race and payable to

the NBSRC.

EQUIPMENT:

All skis must be equipped with ski brakes. It is mandatory that a C.S.A. approved helmet be worn by all
racers in the slalom and giant slalom events.

RULES AND OFFICIALS:

The F.1.S. Rule Book shall govern competition at the N.D.A. Championship with the following exceptions:

1.

Coaches may seed their team at their discretion for the first run. Same order - Bibbo or reverse
seed to be used for second run. The choice at the discretion of the convenor who must advise
participating coaches prior to the meet the method to be used.

Late starters - skiers not at the start at the correct time will ski last or fit in as stated in F.1.S..

On each course there should be: a starter and assistant starter, a chief timekeeper and assistant, a
chief of the course, and a chief gatekeeper and gatekeepers as required.

No competitor may shadow (skiing parallel to) the course, or go through the gates in any way prior
to the race, unless a "side slip" is requested by the chief of course or T.D.

Penalty - DSQ.

Electrical timing equipment is recommended.
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6. Race bibs are to be worn "on the outside" while on the hill or in the chalet at all times. Failure to
do so may result in being DSQ.

7. No competitor may enter inside the banner tape of a course on race day, unless authorized by a race
official. Penalty - DSQ.

8. Ski off - Ski out: Should a competitor lose a ski during a race, then that competitor is declared

DSQ and must immediately leave the course.

DEPORTMENT:
A staff member, or Principal designated alternate from the school represented by each team must be present
and responsible for the behaviour and welfare of his/her team members for the duration of all Meets and
Training Sessions.

CONDUCT:

Flagrant unsportsmanlike conduct such as "destroying a course" after an obvious DSQ. - disrespect of an
official, employee of the host facilities, member or guest of that club, will result in:

1. Banning from further participation that day - if applicable
and/or

2. Banning from the next race - if applicable
and/or

3. Assessment of 20 penalty points to his/her team for that meet.

This will be at the sole discretion of the Convenor on the advice and recommendation of the Competition
Jury.

COMPETITION JURY:

It is recommended that the F.1.S. Jury System be used for matters which fall within the jurisdiction of race
officials.

1. A coach of a "protest skier" may not be a member of the Jury Committee for the skier or support
witness (es).

2. A protest must be submitted by the coach, not racer, together with a $25.00 fee, (refundable if
protest is upheld) to the Meet Convenor within one half hour of the incident which is being
protested, after it has been time-posted.

APPEALS:

Appeals shall be submitted to the Chief of Race and the referee Chief of Gates.

ROTATION OF CONVENORS:

The rotation of schools responsible for convening N.D.A. Alpine Skiing shall be as follows:

St. Joseph/Scollard Hall; West Ferris Secondary School; Chippewa Secondary School; Widdifield
Secondary School; Ecole Catholique Secondaire Algonquin;
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If a school fails to honour their responsibility of acting as the convenor, their name shall remain at the top
of the list and they shall convene the year they return or at the time determined by the Alpine Committee.

TOURNAMENT FORMAT:

1. N.D.A. shall be a full double elimination tournament with back door entry so as to allow a
consolation winner the opportunity to challenge the yet undefeated winner. The challenge shall
be a match (best 2 out of 3 games to 21). In the event that there are four (4) or less entries in a
given draw, this draw shall be a round robin with matches consisting of the best two (2) of three
(3) games to twenty one (21) points. If there are no ties for position after round robin
matches, there will be no further play in the draw. In the case of ties, point differential
shall be used to determine rankings. If a two-way tie between teams exists, ties shall be
decided by a match (best two (2) out of three (3) games to twenty one points (21) points.
In the case of a three-way tie, second and third place will play a semi-final match (best
two (2) out of three (3) games to twenty one (21)). The winner shall advance to the final
match (best two (2) out of three (3) games to twenty one (21) against the first place
player.

2. Match Length:

All play at the NDA Championship shall be best two (2) out of three (3) to twenty one
21). All Pre-NDA competition match length shall be determined by convener and
coaches.

3. A ninety (90) second rest period shall be allowed between game one (1) and two (2) of a
match with games to twenty one (21) points. Players must remain on the court during the
ninety (90) second rest periods. A five (5) minute rest period shall be allowed between
game two (2) and three (3) of a match with games to twenty one (21) points. A
maximum of a fifteen (15) minute rest period shall be allowed in between the challenge
match and championship match if the extra match is needed. Coaching is allowed during
all rest periods.

4. First and second place winners qualify to compete in N.O.S.S.A. If either the first or
second place team chooses not to advance to N.O.S.S.A., the third place team, failing that
the fourth place team will compete.

No NDA contest or activity shall be scheduled that "affects school time", unless
authorized by these guidelines, or arranged through the mutual agreement of the
Principals of the schools involved.

The schedules for all NDA sports must be made available to all Principals for
approval, at the earliest time possible, but no later than 24 hours prior to the
beginning of each sport season.

DIVISIONS:

There are no age divisions in N.D.A. Curling. The individual’s birth certificate must indicate that he/she
has not reached his/her 19" birthday by January 1% prior to the start of the school year in which the
competition is held.
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ELIGIBILITY:

Eligibility lists as specified in the N.O.S.S.A. Constitution must be sent to the N.D.A. Convenor at least
two (2) weeks prior to the N.O.S.S.A. Championship.

DATE:

The Championship shall take place at a convenient date in February or March at least two (2) weeks prior
to the N.O.S.S.A. playoffs. This date is to be determined by the Convenor.

FORMAT:
1. The N.D.A. Curling Championship will be a double knock-out format.
2. Each school may enter only one team in each of the girls and boys Curling NDA Championship.

3. The site of the Pre-NDA Bonspiel and the NDA Curling Championships will be determined
by the convenor as soon as facilities can be arranged.

FINANCING:

1. An entry fee for each competing team must accompany the eligibility list. This entry fee shall be
determined by the Convenor.

2. Each school will finance its own team.

RULE BOOK:

Canadian Curling Association as applied to Junior Boys Curling.

Regarding Substitutions:

In the case of injury or illness during a competition, a substitute shall be permitted. The substitute shall act
as a sweeper only for the duration of the game in which he/she was allowed to act as a substitute. If the
regular player is unable to return for the subsequent game, the substitute must then compete in all
subsequent games; however, he/she shall have all the privileges of a regular member of the team in these
subsequent games. Substitution is allowed between games at the coaches’ discretion.

OFFICIALS:

The Convenor shall obtain qualified officials: one (1) shall be present for each round.

RULES:

1. All games shall be 8 ends in length with teams playing until one team runs out of rocks.

2. Artificial ice and matched rocks must be available at the site recommended.

3. A five (5) minute break should be allowed after four (4) ends of play so the coaches have an

opportunity to consult with the teams.

4. Teams should play a minimum of six ends unless both coaches agree to allow the game to end
sooner.
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5. No team shall play more than three (3) games in one day with the exception of one
additional championship game if both skips agree and the convenor allows this game to be
played

COURTESY RULES:

6. The following are courtesy rules which have become part of the tradition of curling over the years.
There is no penalty for not observing them other than being known as a person who does not live
up to the best traditions of the game.

A. Extend the same consideration and courtesy to other curlers as you expect of them.
B. Itis courteous to be on time for a game.

C. Only Skips or Vice-Skips stand in or behind the house.

D. Coaches are not permitted to signal instructions from behind the glass.

Players are expected to abide by the rules and call any infractions on themselves or their
team-mates.

@) The four (4) lowest gross scores will be used to determine the boys' team championship.

The score for
each team will be added up at the end of each hole and play will continue until a winner is
determined.

(b) The three (3) lowest gross scores will be used to determine the girls' team championship.
Ties will be broken by a sudden death playoff by all three (3) team members. The score
for each team will be added up at the end of each hole and play will continue until a winner
is determined.

The determination of the 45 officials will be as follows:

DIVISIONS:

Midget: the individual’s birth certificate indicates that he/she has not reached his/her 14" birthday
by January 1% prior to the start of the school year in which the competition is held. Students
may compete in this category for one year only.

Junior: the individual’s birth certificate indicates that he/she has not reached his/her 15" birthday
by January 1% prior to the start of the school year in which the competition is held.

Senior: the individual’s birth certificate indicates that he/she has not reached his/her 19" birthday
by January 1% prior to the start of the school year in which the competition is held.

DATE:

The meet shall be held at least one week prior to the N.O.S.S.A. Track and Field Meet, (weather permitting)
as a co-educational event.

ENTRIES:
1. Three athletes per school will be permitted except in the relays where only one (1) team per school

will be entered. In the three (3) per event, only the top two (2) from that school will count for point
placement and but all three (3) may qualify for N.O.S.S.A. competition.
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2. Each contestant may compete in three (3) events, one (1) age class relay (his own or higher) and
one (1) open relay.

3. There shall be no post entries. However, substitutions will be allowed as follows:

@) No substitutions after 9:40 for events between 10:00 - 10:30
(b) Substitutions for other events will be allowed up to 20 minutes before the event.

4. Spares shall be permitted if listed.

FINANCING:

The entry fee shall be at the discretion of the Convenor on a per capita basis, based on the eligibility sheets.
STUDENT OFFICIALS:

Student officials should be used only to assist those teachers who are in charge of their particular event.
Although the number of student officials and the placement of them should be left to the discretion of the
Convenor, it is recommended that at least ten (10) students assist as timers and at least ten (10) students
assist as finish line judges. At no time should a student be left in charge of an event.

1. No competitor shall be allowed to compete unless he is attired in a suitable track uniform.
2. It is the competitor's responsibility to report to the head official immediately after first call. This

should be done before the start of the event if he/she is competing in another event at the time.

3. The order of events must be followed as in the schedule on pages 17 to 19 but any changes to the
schedule of events as dictated by time allocations or field conditions must be approved at a meeting
of coaches held with the Convenor at least 1 week prior to the meet.

5. Foam rubber landing pits must be used for all pole vault and high jump events.

6. Competitors are required to supply their own poles for the pole vault competition, but, the Convenor
should supply at least one pole for general use.

CONFLICT OF EVENTS:

With the exception of high jJump and pole vault, when a competition has a conflict of a track and field event,
or two (2) field events, the competitor reports to the official in the field event (the conflict) and he/she shall
be allowed his/her first trial in that field event immediately. After he/she returns from his/her track event
he/she shall be allowed a trial in the round that is in progress. (e.g. if he/she returns in the 3rd round he/she
shall be allowed his/her 3rd trial but he/she misses his/her 2nd trial). If the field event is finished when
he/she returns, he/she will receive no more trials. When the event judge is made aware of a conflict of
events, the judge must allow a minimum of 15 minutes per round for the preliminary rounds and a minimum
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of 10 minutes per round in the final round. If the judge has not been notified of a conflict, the event may

proceed without delay.
